Wait for a Bus Shelter and Two Come Along at Once! 
Passengers waiting for buses outside a town centre superstore in Alton will no longer be getting cold and wet, following the installation of two new Bus Shelters.

Requested several years ago by bus users, the imaginative use by Alton Town Council of Developers’ Contributions ring-fenced for sustainable transport projects, has finally ended the long wait.

The Town Council had to get permission from East Hampshire District Council to release the funds for the scheme, which has also enabled two older shelters in Anstey Road and Butts Road to be replaced at the same time, the latter site also benefitting from some seating at the request of bus travellers.

Councillor Robert Saunders, who chairs the council’s Planning & Transportation Committee said “Shelters have been requested in Draymans Way for some time, so it is great to see them in place at last. Although regrettably the National Express through service no longer calls at these stops, they are nonetheless very well used, particularly on Tuesdays when the part of the High Street is closed for the regular market.”
The two new structures, coloured blue to match other town centre street furniture, include integral advertising panels which can be used by local businesses, or to promote local events. Contact Working Image on 01420 542020 for further details.
